Canton Sand Dome Update

A\ syou already know, the Canton Sand Dome has been the site for many years where the Hope Agricultural Heritage Club has
been allowed by the Township to store its growing number of Agricultural artifacts. In recent years, the executive of the club as
stepped up its efforts to secure the site so that a more permanent building can be erected for restoration and display of its
collection, also allowing public access.

T he next stage of this process takes place on December 9" when a recommendation is taken to Hope Township Council
regarding the construction of a new pole barn at the Canton site in lieu of using the existing sand dome. The pole barn has
proposed dimensions of 50" x 100" and isto be constructed on the south side of the lot, to the west of the existing dome. Long
term plans of an addition to the barn are also noted. An electric service will be provided, but there will be no washroom facilities
and the existing well on the property is for non-potable use only (eg. washing equipment).

T hedome will remain for storage only until the end of the dome’s useful life. A structural report under the direction of the
Director of Municipal Engineering Services and states that the sand dome is deemed to be structurally safe. The club will be
responsible for maintenance such as snow removal and grass cutting around the property. The club will also agree to maintain the
entrance gate off County Road 10 and keep the onsite gates |eading to the pit locked to the public.
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World Record Parade

A\ s many of you know, aworld record was set on August 20, 2008 for the World's Greatest Tractor Parade. The parade featured
astring of 601 tractors of all types and sizes and took place in Stirling, Ontario as part of the celebrations for the 150"
anniversary of the village and held in conjunction with the 20" Hastings Plowing Match and Farm Show. It easily beat the
previous record by 241 tractors!

OOn hand for the parade, which travelled a three kilometre route from the outskirts of Stirling, through the downtown and back
into farm country, was club member Paul White and his wife from Grafton. The HAHC would like to congratul ate the organizers
of this event for making it all happen, as well as any other club members who participated. I’m sure it was an event for the
memory books!
